6. SPECTATOR CONDUCT AT OSAA SANCTIONED EVENTS (OSAA Handbook, Executive Board Policies) (Revised Winter 2015) 

In addition to the general expectations included in the OSAA Constitution, Rule 3, that school officials…shall take all reasonable 
measures to ensure that the school’s students and supporters maintain a sportsmanlike attitude toward all events… the 
following specific expectations regarding spectator conduct at all OSAA sanctioned events, including regular and post season 
competition, are provided: 

A. All cheers, comments and actions shall be in direct support of one’s team.  No cheers, comments or actions shall be directed 
at one’s opponent or at contest officials.  Some examples of inappropriate conduct or actions that are not permitted are: 
turning backs, holding up newspapers or jeering at cheerleaders during opposing team introductions; disrespecting players 
by name, number or position; negative cheers or chants; throwing objects on the floor. 

B. Spectators are not permitted to have signs or banners (larger than 8 ½ by 11 inches), confetti, balloons or glass containers.  
Fathead type items are considered signs and shall not be larger than 8 ½ by 11 inches.  Spectators are required to wear shirts.   

C. Spectators are not permitted to have artificial noisemakers.  Some examples of artificial noisemakers are Thunder Stix, 
cowbells, clappers and air horns. 

D. Spectators shall not be permitted to use vulgar/offensive or racially/culturally insensitive language.  Spectators shall not be 
permitted to engage in any racially / culturally insensitive action. 

E. Spectators who fail to comply with Association or site management spectator conduct expectations may be expelled from 
the contest.  

7. SERVICE ANIMALS:  Trained guide dogs and service animals assisting guests are welcome at OSAA State Championships.  All other 
animals are prohibited.  All service animals must remain on a leash or in a harness, and be in full control of the handler, at all 
times.  Handlers are responsible for any damage or injuries caused by their animals, must properly dispose of waste in appropriate 
containers and must take appropriate precautions to prevent property damage or injury.

4. STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS – INDIVIDUAL SPORT SUBSTITUTIONS (OSAA Handbook, Executive Board Policies)(Revised Winter 2015) 

A. The following shall be the policy for substitutions in individual sport State Championship events.  All individuals who are 
substitutes for individual qualifiers must have participated in a District or Special District Meet. 

B. Cross Country 

1) Individuals:  Substitutions for individual qualifiers not members of a qualifying team are not permitted. 

2) Team:  Substitutions on qualified teams may be made up to 30 minutes prior to the start of the state championship race 
at that classification.  A team may enter a maximum of seven participants with its top five finishers counting toward team 
standings. 

Notification - Schools are required to notify the OSAA prior to the start of a state championship event if a student entered in the event 
will be unable to compete for any reason.  Failure by a school to notify the OSAA prior to the start of a state championship event may 
result in a fine and/or other penalties being assessed to that school.  The district must notify the OSAA office, Brad Garrett, 
503.682.6722 x229 or 503.860.7681. 

5. WITHDRAWAL FROM STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS (OSAA Handbook, Executive Board Policies) (Revised Fall 2008) 

By entering participants in a state championship meet, contest or tournament, each member school certifies that, barring injury, 
illness or unforeseen events, or a withdrawal to avoid violating the religious convictions of team members, the team or individuals 
representing the school will participate in every game or competition, that is part of that championship event, until the final 
conclusion of the meet, contest or championship.  Any withdrawal or intentional forfeiture for reasons other than those specified 
shall be considered a sportsmanship violation, and shall be subject to reprimand and/or other penalties as determined by the 
Executive Board.  See Executive Board Policies, “Withdrawal During a Competition” for more information.

B. Coaches Passes:  MAXIMUM FOUR PER SCHOOL.  One coach's pass for schools with an individual qualifier, two coach’s passes 
for schools with a boys or girls team OR boy and girl individual qualifiers, three coach’s passes for schools with an individual 
qualifier and a team, and four coach’s passes for schools that qualify two teams. 

C. Bus Drivers: The OSAA does not provide tickets for bus drivers.

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3. PARTICIPANTS' NUMBERS:  Coaches – Please review the following instructions with your coaching staff and athletes prior to the 
race.  Participants’ numbers include a timing sensor this year.  Participant numbers must be worn on the front of the jersey and 
no athlete will be allowed to compete without his or her assigned number.  Participant numbers are to remain as issued and ARE 
NOT TO BE EXCHANGED, BENT, OR ALTERED IN ANY WAY. 

4. WALKING THE COURSE: Coaches and runners wishing to walk the course Saturday must be off the course by 9:45am.  The course 
will be open from 12:50pm – 1:40pm prior to the afternoon races.  Coaches are restricted to spectator viewing areas at all times 
unless the course is open.   

5. ALL ENTRY CHANGES:  All entry changes shall be cleared with meet management at the tent near the finish line at least 30 minutes 
prior to the start of each race.  Only coaches with the proper credentials will be allowed in to the start line area. 

6. WARM-UPS:  A coach with the correct credential should report with each team at the start of each race to carry warm-up uniforms 
to the finish line. 

7. DRESSING FACILITIES: Dressing room and shower facilities will be available in the Athletic Department locker rooms.  Contestants 
must provide their own towels and locks. 

8. SPIKES:  Either spike or cross country shoes may be used.  Spikes may not exceed 3/8” in length. 

9. VICTORY LAPS: There are to be no victory laps until the final race of the day is finished.
